Celebrating the 1500th anniversary of St Patrick’s arrival here in
432AD, the Most Rev Dr Mageean, Bishop of Down & Connor
cut the first sod for the monumental statue on Slieve Patrick in
Saul. The works took 6 years and the first Pilgrimage took place
on Sunday 12th June 1938 when people travelled from all over
Ireland to attend.
